
Some Major Differences Between Christianity and Islamic Beliefs

There are BIG differences between Christianity and Islamic beliefs - Christianity DOES NOT

have a common thread with any of these below.  (Bold print is used as a Heading)
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GOD HAS NO SON

Sura 5.72 - They do blaspheme who say, "God is Christ the son of Mary." ...

Sura 5.73 - They do blaspheme who say: God is one of three in a Trinity: for there is no God

except One God. ...

Sura 5.75 - Christ, the son of Mary, was no more than an apostle; many were the apostles that

passed away before him.

Sura 4.171 - O People of the Book!  commit no excesses in your religion: nor say of God aught

but the truth.  Christ Jesus the son of Mary was (no more than) an Apostle of God, and His

Word, which He bestowed on Mary, and a spirit proceeding from Him: so believe in God and

His Apostles. Say not "trinity": desist: it will be better for you: for God is one God: glory be to

him: (far exalted is He) above having a son...

Sura 9.30 - The Jews call Uzair a son of God, and the Christians call Christ the son of God.  That

is a saying from their mouth; (in this way) they but imitate what the unbelievers of old used to

say. God's curse be on them: how they are deluded from away from the truth!

Sura 17.111 - Say: "Praise be to God, who begets no son, and has no partner in (His) dominion:

nor (needs) He any to protect him from humiliation: yea, magnify Him for His greatness and

glory!"

Sura 19. 35 - It is not befitting to (the majesty of) God that he should beget a son. Glory be to

Him!  When he determines a matter, He only says to it, "Be", and it is.

Sura 19.92 - For it is not consonant with the majesty of (God) Most Gracious that He should

beget a son.

Sura 23.91 - No son did God begat, nor is there any God along with Him: ...

 Sura 39.4 - Had God wished to take to Himself a son, He could have chosen whom He pleased

out of those whom He doth create: but glory be to Him! (He is above such things.) He is God, the

One, the Irresistible.



JESUS NEVER CRUCIFIED

Sura 4.157 - That they said (in boast), "We killed Christ Jesus the son of Mary, the Apostle of

God", - but they killed him not, nor crucified him, but so it was made to appear to them, and

those who differ therein are full of doubts, with no (certain) knowledge, but only conjecture to

follow, for of a surety they killed him not --

JESUS IS NOT GOD

Sura 43.59 - He was no more than a servant: We granted our favor to him, and We made him an

example to the children of Israel.

Sura 3.59 - The similitude of Jesus before God is as that of Adam; he created him from dust, then

said to him: "Be" and he was.

NO ATONING SACRIFICE FOR SIN

Sura 4.124 - If any do deeds of righteousness - be they male or female - and have faith, they will

enter Heaven, and not the least injustice will be done to them.

Sura 7.8 - The balance that day will be true (to a nicety): those whose scale of good will be

heavy, will prosper:

Sura 17.15 - Who receiveth guidance, receiveth it for his own benefit: who goeth astray doth so

to his own loss: no bearer of burdens can bear the burden of another: ...

Sura 21.47 - We shall set up scales of justice of the Day of Judgement, so that not a soul will be

dealt with unjustly in the least. ...

Sura 23.102 - Then those whose balance (of good deeds) is heavy - they will attain salvation.

Sura 23.103 - But those whose balance is light, will be those who have lost their souls; in hell

will they abide.

Sura 35.18 - Nor can a bearer of burdens bear another's burden.  ...
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
